Assam Association Delhi has decided to establish one Covid Health Care Cen-
tre at Srimanta Sankaradev Bhawan New Delhi. During the recent 2nd wave
of Corona, it was found that there was very high causality of Assamese people
residing in Delhi NCR and majority were struggling with oxygen supply, inten-
sive care, etc. There were critical gap during requirement of intensive care i.e.
Oxygen, consultancy, ambulance service etc.

As the Covid-19 pandemic has started to create havoc in the world with
large nos of death and destruction , Government and other World Agencies
have been appealing all segments of the society to join together to fight against
the Corona Virus. As the existence medical facilities in the country is not ad-
equate, creation of additional health facilities has become critical needs, so
recently Government has instructed PSUs to release CSR fund to NGO/ So-
cieties for CoVID Care related activities. In this context, Assam Association
Delhi has expressed their desire to establish a Covid Health Care Centre in
Delhi NCR in their existing office building i.e. Srimanta Sankaradeva Bhawan,
Delhi. This Centre to be equipped with assured Oxygen support with dedicated
Basic Life Support Ambulance (BLSA) equipped with sufficient oxygen sup-
port for ensuring safe transport of a case to a Dedicated COVID Hospitals if the
symptoms progress from moderate to severe.

A proposal viz. Establishment of Covid Health Centre at Srimanta San-
karadev Bhawan, Delhi has been prepared and being submitted. Also it has
been decided to seek support from Assam Government towards establishment
of the Centre.
