Dr Sanjib Kakoty
Director, Cure and Care

Dr Sanjib Kakoty is a surgeon and Director of two Pet polyclinics viz. Cure
and Care Pet poli clinic, Sector 12 Dwarka, and Cure and Care Pet poli
clinic, Bali Nagar , New Delhi 15 with successful services and business.
In an exclusive interview with Jogajog,
recently, he spoke about his earlier life
and life journey.

Jogajog: What motivated you to land in
Delhi after acquiring your degree?

Dr Sanjib Kakoty: 1 was very much inter-
ested in Small Animal practice since my
college graduation days. I completed my
Masters in Veterinary Surgery and Radi-
ology in 2000-2001 and worked for some
time in Guwahati establishing the PFA
hospital and a private clinic. In those days running a pet clinic in Guwahati
was a struggle since people were not very aware about a good vet care need
for their pets. However, the situation in metro cities like Mumbai and Delhi
was different, and people were much aware about the need of Vet services for
the pet’s and private vet clinic was well established. So, finally I thought of
establishing myself in Delhi for my professional carrier.

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Jogajog: How was your initial days and
how could you able to establish and expand
your business ?

Dr Sanjib Kakoty: 1 came to Delhi in 2003
and joined Sanjay Gandhi Animal Care Cen-
tre as a Veterinary Surgeon and worked there
for several years. In those days I got good
work exposure to small animal practice in
Delhi and managed to come across lot of
well-wishers who along with wife Dr Shilpi
who is also a Vet encouraged me to start my
own set-up.

Along with one of my colleague, we started Cure and Care Pet Poly-
clinic “in 2006 . Gradually with time we managed to expand it to a full-fledged
pet polyclinic with all latest diagnostic and other equipment. Later on in 2010,
we expanded the clinic services to Dwarka, and opened a set up along with a
friend Dr. Pritam Chakravarty who is also a vet from Assam where we provide
OPD, Surgery, diagnostics with dedicated pet grooming salon and pet shop.
The various services provided are OPD -Treatment and Vaccinations , Surgery,
In house diagnostics- Digital X-rays, Ultrasound, ECG , Blood Test , Cold La-
ser Therapy Pet Salon, and Pet store.
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Cure and Care Pet Clinic & Salon, G-2, G-3, Shokeen Plaza , Plot No 3, Pocket 7,
Sector 12, Dwarka
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Jogajog : What prompted you to become an entrepreneur or successful veteri-
nary Surgeon?

Dr.Sanjib Kakoty: The unemployment situation in Veterinary science was grim
in those days, I always had the passion for small animal practice and hence
started private practice just after college days. With more practice I was deter-
mined not to apply for any Government jobs, and instead start my own estab-
lishment.

Professionally I had attended lot of workshop, conference and seminars
in India and aboard and meet some of very successful small animal practitio-
ners who really motivated me to do hard works, be focused and to learn every
day.

Jogajog: What is your future plan ?

Dr. Sanjib Kakoty: 1 am working on to implement minimal invasive surgery
procedure in companion animals more routinely. My dream is to establish a
multi- specialty hospital for dogs and cats in Delhi NCR if I manage to generate
that kind of funds.
